Trail volunteers & Pre-Runners meet at the Golden Visitors Center Parking Lot (10th & Washington Ave., 
Golden, CO 80401).  This is an optional day for all participants.  Given adequate time, we may be able to trek over Trail 
Ridge Road through Rocky Mountain National Park after pre-running the trails.

8:45 AM – Mandatory drivers meeting at the Visitor Center Parking Lot (at 10th & Washington) 
9:00 AM – Head out for the Trails

6:00 PM - 9:00 PM Car Show outside the Hotel on Main Street 
 
Sunday, August 8th:  
8:45 AM – Mandatory drivers meeting in the visitor's center parking lot (at 10th & Washington).  
9:00 AM – Head out for the Trails 
 
Important Notes:  
1) Drivers meeting each morning in the parking lot of the visitor’s center.  All trucks should be fueled and prepared to 
leave for the trails at departure time without having to stop.   
 
2) Be sure to pack a lunch and plenty of water to stay hydrated.  
 
3) Inform your trail leader if you do not have CB communications.  
 
4) Dinner will be at your leisure throughout the event with the exception of the Saturday evening group diner.  We are still 
working on the group diner details.  There is a car show/parade on Washington Ave. (Main Street) outside the hotel 
Saturday night beginning at 6 PM.
